CALL For APPLICANTS TO PARTICIPATE IN THE third & final  MHRA/MTA  E.U. FUNDED Leonardo da Vinci  MOBILITY PROJECT to be held in zurich  14th - 18th february 2007.

The third and final session of the successful Leonard da Vinci mobility project titled ‘Best Practices in Hospitality Industry’ organised by the Malta Hotels and Restaurants Association (MHRA) with the support of the Malta Tourism Authority (MTA) is to be held in ZURICH between  14th-18th February 2007.   The previous two session held in Ireland in November 2005 and Munich in March 2006 saw 20 middle management employees participating in activities organised with foreign partners in each respective destination. This mobility project is being partly funded under the Leonardo da Vinci Programme.
MHRA in co-ordination with MTA has been responsible for the management of this mobility programme targeting SMEs managers or senior supervisory staff. The main scope of the project is to create an opportunity for individuals who may have gained a number of years of practical experience without the proper vocational training and qualifications. Participants for this third session will once again have the opportunity to meet with leading operators in the Hospitality industry and experience operational practices in Switzerland’s capital city Zurich to further enhance and develop their skills towards quality tourism over a 4 day period in February 2007. All participants will be requested to pay a nominal fee of Lm 370.00 each to cover part of the cost of flights, accommodation and all meals (Beverages not included) and transfers and land transport to each venue.  The insurance cover is to be arranged by individual participants.
Interested members are to send a letter or email of interest to MHRA by not later then 10th January 2007.  All applicants will be requested to attend an interview and briefing about the project on Tuesday 16th January 2007. On their return each applicant will be required to submit a report about their experience obtained from this visit.  Certificate of participation will be officially presented to all participants and local media coverage given.
