Mdina Council informed the residents and the business community in Mdina that due to the paving works in hand the main entrance gate to the city will be closed to traffic and pedestrians possibly over the next couple of weeks.  

MHRA members which form part of the Business Community in Mdina are seriously worried at the lengthy these works programme are going to take and that these will adversely effect their operations.  This information only reached those negatively involved today, giving them no time to make alternative plans for deliveries and informing their clientele of the disruption the pending works will incur.  Mdina residents and the business community are rightfully demanding to be kept informed with a realistic time frame as to when this overdue project is going to finally reach fruition.   

The five years duration of the works in hand is totally unacceptable by any standards and we therefore appeal to those responsible for this long and overdue delay to expedite the works without further procrastination at least in consideration of  Mdina residents, and the thousands of  tourist that visit this location during their visit to the island.
