Standards at Cirkewwa & Mgarr Ferry Harbours

With summer season just round the corner the situation at the Cirkewwa and Mgarr Ferry berthing areas are great to MHRA particularly with the large numbers of locals and visitors who will be making use of both terminals in the months ahead.

MHRA deplores the pitiful state of these very much frequented ferry terminal.  These areas must be kept as tidy at all times and the perimeter fencing round the restricted works and storage areas must be properly maintained and permanently kept in good operating order.  Whilst the ticketing office at the Cirkewwa terminal is adequate and gives some decent shelter to waiting foot passengers, the tent structure on the Mgarr side is not so welcoming.  The level of cleanliness leaves much to be desired and the fenced in corridor leading the passengers to the boat is exposed to the elements and flanked by mounds of rubbish and other discarded debris.  It is of paramount importance that these areas are kept tidy and an alternative to the unsightly ‘chicken wire’ fenced corridor is put in place.  MHRA is convinced that the present status quo leaves much to be desired and earnestly requests immediate remedial action to rectify these miscalled for discrepancies.  Furthermore passengers utilizing both berthing facilities out to also be provided with adequate weather protection all year round.
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
