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MHRA on untimely works in the Bugibba Area
The St Paul’s Bay area sub-committee of the MHRA would like to publicly thank the Ministry for Tourism and Culture for its efforts in trying to assist and avoid these “unjustified works” in their area and which works are causing a great deal of hardship to their Hotel’s Operations and to local Tourism in general.    MHRA would also like to thank Mr Gianfranco Selvaggi ADT Chief Executive for his assistance and understanding, and also for the issue of the new guidelines to all Public Works entites  that  no road works would be allowed to be carried out in front or around hotels between May and October unless it is proven that such works are irrefutably urgent. 
The issue would have been resolved at about 2 30pm, by which time the contractor had ensured that he had already excavated a substantial part of the road, even working through the lunch break to make sure that the “contract” will not be reversed. This is also evident as most part of the trenching has only been dug some 6” deep.

We would also like to comment that had the works been carried out between January and March as originally planned there would not have been any issue.   However, and as always no consultation with the parties which would be affected with such works was ever entertained to identify a convenient period during which such works would have created least inconvenience.  While it is appreciated that works are carried out in the interest of both the residents and commerical entities it is important that such entities consider the inconvenience that these works cause and this should be given due regard by the various consulations in the planning stages.   Once deadlines are agreed, all parties should be then committed to those deadlines.    Understandably tourists are very senitive to such works  since one does not go for a holiday to go to a site with any construction works being carried out under their window and therefore it is important that entities carrying out works in major tourism zones do take in consideration the situation in the area concerned.  This would avoid confrontation which is not beneficial to all parties concerned.
