MHRA COMMENTS ON MTA  DRAFT STRATEGIC PLAN 2006-09
The Malta Hotels and Restaurants Associations has formally reviewed the Draft Strategic Plan 2006 – 2009 document passed on to it by the Malta Tourism Authority for its comments.

Whilst commending the Authority for pursuing this process the MHRA feels that the document does not adequately address all the serious challenges facing the industry and does not clearly explain how the Authority will effectively be reacting to address these challenges.

The MHRA is committed to support the MTA in revising the said document in order to issue a final document which is far more focused on demonstrating how the MTA will more effectively address the key issues and how it will contribute to the attainment of specific industry objectives and targets. In this respect the MHRA will push for the report to be more concise but far more self critical and action oriented. The revised report should have a strong focus on setting specific targets and milestones for all key personnel within the Authority and for the Authority itself. These specific targets and milestones will then be used as the real measure of the Authority’s performance.

The MHRA has been established since 1958 and today represents 70% of all hotels in Malta and 35% of all restaurants, collectively representing an investment of over Lm 500 million and employing in excess of 20,000 people.
