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MHRA glad of positive outcome of tendering process for LCC
As a result of  its  long period of intense lobbing, MHRA is glad to note that  Government accepted the adjudicating committee’s descision to take on the two tenders submitted by the major low cost carriers, thereby opening up for low cost carriers  to start operating to the Maltese islands.   

MHRA also notes with satisfaction that  its recommendation to Government to speed up the reviewing of the tenders proposals put forward by the major Low Cost Carriers last month,  was heeded,  and this afternoon Government  accepted the adjudicating committee’s recommendations on low cost carriers.  MHRA feels that this will encoruage these two major low cost carriers to start operating to Malta as soon as it is possible for them to make the necessary arrangements.
MHRA compliments the Adjudicating Committee in its speedy review of the tenders and this should help the two airlines involved, in making their plans to start operating to the Island as early as possible.   Ryanair during a presentation held last week , had already indicated that if  it received clearance as early as the 15th September it could be operating to Malta towards the end of October.   MHRA is sure that this  would help the Tourism Industry in no small way considering the impact LCC have today in the travel business. 

MHRA would like to take this opportuntiy  to recommend  to Government  that in order to further benefit from the advantages low cost carriers  are expected to bring to our island,  it should consider opening up a number of other routes from Germany and other UK airports.
MHRA also welcomes the news that German Wings,  which is another low cost carrier,   will be operating to Malta as early as March next year while  Meridiana has promised to keep its operation going throughout this winter too.   The Italian market  is the only core market which has been registering growth since April 2006.
