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MHRA welcomes Ryanair’s commencement end October 
The MHRA welcomes the news that Ryanair has announced the commencement of the three new routes to Malta, starting with daily flights from London Luton and three times a week from Pisa as from 31st October,  and from the 18th February three times weekly service from Dublin.   Malta’s visibilty on Ryanair’s website to millions of travellers who visit this site, will certainity be a boost in placing Malta on the map amongst the other leading holiday destinations.     

The MHRA however is also concerned that government proposals were not conducive to allow the other major low cost airline Easyjet to announce also its operation to Malta in the shortest possible time.   MHRA now eagerly awaits the outcome of talks that are planned with Easyjet early next week and hopes that government will facilitate its operation Malta.   Government must consider the opening of alternative routes from UK inorder to make it possible for both Ryanair and Easyjet to operate succesfully.  

The  MHRA  recommends also to Government, that  eventually, more routes from other countries are considered, in order to make it possible for these two major carrier to expand their operations and also make it also possible for other airlines to fly into the Island to increase seat capacity.    
The MHRA urges Government in doing it utmost to address most issues which are having a negative effect on the Tourism industry and every support is given from the whole of cabinet to turn round the adverse situation the industry is facing at present.
